





DAY 4 . TUESDAY HVAR - SPLIT

After few days of cruising, we will overnight in mainland town. Before arriving in Split,
we will make a stop in a bay near Brag island. Braé is the largest island of the central Dal
matian group of islands. In late afternoon hours we will arrive in Split where a city tour
led by a local quide will start. Split is the second largest urban centre in Croatia and the
center of Split Dalmatian County. It is traditionally considered to be over 1,700 years old.
Since 1979 the historic centre of Split has been inscribed on UNESCO World Heritage List.
Itis the economic, administrative, educational, sport and tourist centre of Dalmatia. Many
of Split's historical and cultural buildings can be found within the walls of Diocletian’s
Palace. In addition, numerous museums, the National Theatre, old churches and other
archeological sites in Split region make this city an important cultural attraction.

DAY 5 - WEDNESDAY SPLIT - VELA LUKA

Before our arrival to Vela Luka (Big Port) we will stop for swimming and relaxation in
aheautiful Gradina hay near the town of Vela Luka. Arrival in Vela Luka town will be in
the afternoon hours. On the western part of Koréula island you will find Vela Luka town
that is situated in a deep and large bay, surrounded by many coves. Shores are covered
with vineyards, olive trees, figs and pine trees that gently slope into the sea. Vela Luka
is the second largest town on the Adriatic islands. It is a safe anchorage and harbour for
boaters. Vela Luka is also famous for olive il production where almost every inhabitant
produces extra-virgin olive oil. In late aftenoon, upon your arrival, bus will take you to
Zlokiz olive oil factory and ethno museum. There you will learn everything you want to
know about olives and olive oil. You will see factory and process of producing olive oil
accompanied by tasteful bites of homemade products and olive oil. After the tour we
will come back to Vela Luka town where the custodian of Vela Luka's town museum wil
introduce you to a prehistoric life in this area by showing you findings of Vela Spila (Big
Cave) that is considerd one of the oldest in this part of Mediterranean.

DAY 6 - THURSDAY VELA LUKA - POMENA (MLJET)

Departure in early hours to the island of Mijet. You can expect afternoon arrival in port
of Pomena (on MIjet). Port of Pomena is just few steps away from the entrance to the
National Park. Today, you will spend a day in the nature and you can use it for recreation
—rent a bike, kayak, canoe or just swim and wonder around in a splendid and peacefull
enviroment of the National Park. On the northwest part of the Mijet island you can find
National Park that was founded on 11.11.1960 as the oldest National Park in Croatia.
This part is well known in the whole world thanks to its natural wonders such as Small
and Big Lakes. In the middle of the Big Lake there is a monastery and St. Mary’s Church
built in the 12th century by the Benediictines from Monte Gargano, Italy. The church has
changed its appearance trough times under different cultural changes, from the Renais:
sance to Baroque. However, the central part remained Romanic.

DAY 7 - FRIDAY MLJET (POMENA) - DUBROVNIK

Early morning departure for a magnificent trip along the shores of Elaphiti islands
consisting of serveral islands northwestern of Dubrovnik. In Dubrovnik you will have an
organized town tour, but before arrival in Dubrovnik we will make a short, last swim
stop in a bay near Dubrovnik. After a swim break you can expect arrival in Dubrovnik
in early afternoon. Dubrovnik is one of the most beautiful cities on the Croatian coast.
Inthe middle ages the Republic of Dubrovnik was an important rival to Venice. Many
huildings in the Old city centre testify of this glorious past and of the Venetian influ-
ence. Today, Dubrovnik is also a very lively city, with many things to do, both during
the day and night. The coast nearby offers all sorts of activities and the town has
many restaurants, bars and nightclubs. Dubrownik is the city rich in culture and history,
and for that reason, it is inscribed on UNESCO World Heritage List. Dubrovnik has a rich
cultural life that includes Dubrovnik theatre, several cinemas as well as Dubrovnik Film
Festival and Dubrovnik Summer Festival that are held every year in July and August.
